WIVES, DUTIES OF

1. Wives were intended by the Creator to be a helpe r to their husbands in all

things.
Gen. 2: 18. And the Lord God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; |
will make him an help meet for him.

2. Wives are to be in submission to their husbands as the church is to Christ.
Gen. 3:16. Unto the woman he said, | will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy
conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy
husband, and he shall rule over thee.
Eph. 5:22, 24. Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the
Lord.
Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own
husbands in every thing.
Titus 2:5. To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own
husbands, that
the word of God be not blasphemed.
1 Pet 3:1. Likewise, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any
obey not the word, they also may without the word be won by the conversation of
the wives;

3. The wife is not to exercise authority over her h  usband.
1 Tim. 2:12. But | suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the
man, but to be in silence.

4. Wives shall be faithful to their husbands and re  main with them through life.
Rom. 7:2-3. For the woman which hath an husband is bound by the law to her
husband so long he liveth; but if the husband be dead, she is loosed from the law
of her husband. So then if, while her husband liveth, she be married to another
man, she shall be called an adulteress: but if her husband be dead, she is free
from that law; so that she is no
adulteress, though she be married to another man.
1 Cor. 7:2. Nevertheless, to avoid fornication, let everyman have his own wife,
and let every woman have her own husband.
1 Cor. 7:10, 13. And unto the married | command,yet not I, but the Lord, Let not
the wife
depart from her husband And the woman which hath an husband that believeth
not, and if he be pleased to dwell with her, let her not leave him.

5. Wives are to love and reverence their husbands.
1 Cor. 7:3. Let the husband render unto the wife due benevolence: and likewise
also the wife unto the husband.
Eph.5:33. Nevertheless let everyone of you in particular so love his wife even as
himself;
and the wife see that she reverence her husband.



Jacob 2:57. Behold, their husbands love their wives, and their wives love their
husbands, and their husbands and their wives love their children.

6. The wife is to consider her husband's needs and desires before her own.
1 Cor. 7:4-5. The wife hath not power of her own body, but the husband: and
likewise also the husband hath not power of his own body, but the wife. Defraud
ye not one the other, except it be with consent for a time, that ye may give
yourselves to fasting and prayer; and come together again, that Satan tempt you
not for your incontinency.

7. The fear ofthe Lord is more important than physi  cal beauty.
Prov.31:30. Favour is deceitful, and beauty is vain: but a woman that feareth the
Lord, she shall be praised.
1 Pet. 3:3-4. Whose adorning let it not be that outward adorning of plaiting the
hair, and ofwearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel; But let it be the hidden
man of the heart, in thatwhich is not corruptible, even the ornament of a meek
and quiet spirit, which is in the sight ofGod of great price.

8. Wives should be adorned with modesty and sobriet .
1 Tim. 2:9. In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel,
withshamefacedness and sobriety; not with braided hair, or gold, or pearls, or
costly array;

9. A wife should demonstrate a meek and quiet spiri  t
1 Pet. 3:4-5. But let it be the hidden man of the heart, in that which is not
corruptible, even the ornament of a meek and quiet spirit, which is in the sight of
God of great price. For after this manner in the old time the holy women also,
who trusted in God, adorned themselves, being in subjection unto their own
husbands:

10. Wives are to show forth good works.
1 Tim. 2:9-10. In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest
apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not with braided hair, or gold, or
pearls, or costly array; But (which becometh women professing godliness) with
good works.

11. A good wife leads a full and varied life, chall  enging all of her talents.
Pro.v. 31:10-31. Consider this description of the active and fulfilling life of a
model wife.

9. The good husband loves his children, nourishes t hem in the Word of God and
maintains discipline in the home.

Nevertheless, the Nephites were inspired by a better cause; for they
were not fighting for monarchy nor power; but they were fighting for their homes,
and their liberties, their wives, and their children, and their all; yea, for their rites
of worship, and their church
