The human person is made up of many emotions. Some of these such as envy, spite, jealousy,

anger, wrath, and pride, also referred to as vices, are out of harmony with the type of person

who God wants to live with. We are commanded to suppress, deny and put down these
selfish emotions. God wants to develop within us a concern and a love for others. To control
these unwanted self-serving emotions, first and foremost we must understand that people
DO NOT MAKE US ENVIOUS, JEALOUS, ANGRY OR BITTER. Yes they can and do provoke us,
but we are the masters over these extremely damaging emotions! We choose how and
whether to yield to provocation.

Alma 1:10-13,32-34 10 And it came to pass as he was going to preach to those who believed

on his word, he met a man which belonged to the church of God, yea, even one of their
teachers; 11 And he began to contend with him sharply, that he might lead away the people
of the church; but the man withstood him, admonishing him with the words of God. 12 Now
the name of the man was Gideon; and it was him that was an instrument in the hands of God,

in delivering the people of Limhi out of bondage. 13 Now because Gideon withstood him with
the words of God, he was wroth with Gideon, and drew his sword and began to smite him. ...
