5. WALLS. The Church consists of the People of God and is

6. STAIRS.  The Word of God (Bible, BoM, Revelation) is the 

guide to the Kingdom of God. – Isaiah 28:10; John 10:16 

(The other sheep wrote the Book of Mormon) ; John 

21:25; 1 Corinthians 14:6 (revelation); Isaiah 8:20 (all of of 

God's word must be in agreement) 

 

 

7. DOOR to the kingdom is Baptism by water and by the 

Spirit.

The door came by the blood of Christ which we apply

8. UPPER WINDOW. The Work of the Holy Spirit letting light 

into the Church.

9. SIX WINDOWS. -  Luke 8:16 - 18; These are things which 

produce light inside the church and give light that others 

outside may see: Three on each side: Our testimony Luke 

24:46-48; Our good works Mat 5:14  16; The Preaching 

and teaching. All six windows together represent the 

principles of the gospel which keep us in the glory of God 

and permit us to glorify our Father in Heaven. Mat 4:23; 1 

Corinthians 1:18 - 21

a. Faith – Romans 3:25

10. ONE SIDE OF THE ROOF. The fruits of the Spirit are 

necessary to keep us from evil.

They are love, joy, peace, longsuffering, 

gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance:.  

 

 

11. OTHER SIDE OF THE ROOF. We are stewards for the 

church, for the missionary work, for all the temporal things 

of the church, for all the temporal things of our personal 

lives, (clothing, books, work, money, time, gospel, 

testimony of the gospel, etc.), for your families and for the 

brotherhood of the church. Stewardship is whatever thing 

in our care and we will give an accounting to God at the 

Last Day of Judgment. – Luke 12:42 - 48; 1 Peter 4:10; 

Romans 14:12 

 

 

12. THE STEEPLE. The last part, the crown of the Church is the 

Pure Love of Christ. – 1 John 4:7 - 8; 5:3; 1 Corinthians
