This map shows the paths that some important characters from the book of Genesis traveled: Abra-
ham, Jacob, (who was renamed “Israel” after he wrestled with an angel ), and Joseph, who was

sold as a slave into Egypt by his brothers, and later became an important ruler in Egypt, second in

command to Pharoah.
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This map shows how the land was divided among the ten tribes of Israel. Notice that the Levites did not receive land,

and neither did Joseph. Joseph ’s land was divided among his sons, Ephraim and Manasseh. The Levites were priests.

They were taken care of by the other tribes.
